2. BASIC RULES FOR AIR DISPLAYS BY COMOPSAIR AIRCRAFT
a. Types of Aircraft and Authorised Displays (see definitions in Ann A)

(1) Generalities

(a) Participationin static displays:all typesof COMOPSAIRaircraft are authorisedo take
part according to the schedule approved by COMOPSAIR.

(b) First flights are only authorisedon transportaircraft and helicopters.Emergency
proceduresand specific directivesabouthow to approachhow to enterandto leavean
aircraft have to be given to the passengers.

(c) Within the frameworkof Belgian military air events,the organisingunit may performa
flypast. The following conditions shall be complied with:

() Flight activities shall be limited to take-off, landing and straight and level flypasts.

(ii) All standardormationsareauthorisedThe numberof aircraftwill dependon weather
conditions, but will NEVER exceed sixteen (16).

(iii) Aerobatic manoeuvres shall not be authorised under any circumstances.
(iv) A minimum altitude of 500 feet ground shall be complied with (300 feet for helis).
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(d) Aircraft condition
(i) Paint
< The usual paint of the aircraft type shall in principle be complied with.
< Ontheoccasionof particularlyexceptionakvents the units may requesta special
authorisationfrom COMOPSAIR Commandetthroughthe official channelsto
paintan aircraft with a CpeelablepaintE. A copy of the planneddesignshall be
attached to this request.
(i) Cleanliness
The display aircraft are COMOPSAIR C standard-bearer&. As such, aircraft
scheduledor static displaysaswell asthosescheduledor flying displaysshall be
spotlessly clean before any air event.

(2) Fixed Wings

(a) Participationin flying displays:only the F-16 andthe FOUGA-MAGISTERare authorised
to performflying displaysthat are officially approvedby COMOPSAIRCommandelsee
Par 2.c. below).

(b) Transportaircraft are not authorisedto carry out flying displays, only flypasts and
paradrops.

(3) Rotary Wings

(a) Participationin flying displays:only the Al 1l and A109BA are authorisedto perform
flying displaysthat are officially approvedby COMOPSAIR Commander(seePar 2.c.
below). Display pilots exclusively perform these kinds of flights.

(b) Paradropwill only be performedby Al Il (SYLTEC 2350)and SEAKING helicoptersnot
by A109 or Al lll. These Para drops are limited to an altitude of FL65.

(c) Roping is authorised within the limitations of the Heli type.

(d) Any OpsSEAKING crewmay perform SAR demos.The specificsafetyrulesfor this kind
of display are written down in the PFO of the 40th Sqn.

(e) StandardDemonstratiorFlights may be performedwith Al 11 and A109. Thesekinds of
flights will belimited to standardake off, landingandcircuit. (Procedurén AOC of the
Heli)

b. Designation of Display Pilots

COMOPSAIR has exclusivecompetenceo designatethe display pilots by name.The pilot
desirousof becomingdisplay pilot mustsubmithis applicationby meansof Mod B. Basedon
the advice of the hierarchicalauthorities (UnitOsCommandingOfficer and COMOPSAIR
COS), COMOPSAIR Commandemay acceptthe candidate The acceptedcandidatewill be
display pilot for a 3-year period (that can be extendedto a fourth year, if agreedby the
Commander).

Required qualifications for a display pilot candidate (fixed Wing):

(@) 750 Hrs first pilot

(b) 500 Hrs current aircraft type

(c) Qualification MASTER (with mini FLL for F-16)

Required qualifications for a display pilot candidate (rotary):

(@) 500 Hrs current Heli type or IP.

(b) Qualification MASTER

Candidates shall in principle not be in a management position for availability reason.
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(5) Exceptfor the pilots officially identified by COMOPSAIR,no otherpilot or passengeshall be
authorisedon boardaircraft performinga flying display. This rule alsoSTRICTLY appliesto
all training flights for an air display by a display pilot.

(6) For Fixed Wings:

After the designationof a new display pilot, the latter shall developa training programmeand

submitit in writing to COMOPSAIRfor approval.This programmeshall containa gradual

training from 3000 AGL to a lower altitude.

(7) For Rotary Wing
The qualification of CandidateDisplay pilot can be obtainedafter successfutompletionof a
standardcoursegiven in the Lt Avn School.After the designationof a new display pilot, the
latter shall develop a training programmeand submit it in writing to COMOPSAIR for
approval.

(8) The end of the new pilotOstraining programmeshall be communicatedo COMOPSAIR.
COMOPSAIRCNhief of Staff (or his representativeaccompaniedby a memberof the Aviation
SafetyDirectorate(COMOPSAIR-ASD)shall asfar as possibleattenda demonstratiorof the
complete programme before giving a definitive official approval.

(9) Thenamesof the officially designatedlisplaypilots by aircrafttype andfor the currentyearare
kept up to date by COMOPSAIR-AS.

(10) A Ochange overO period between new demo pilot and his predecessor is needed.

The new demo pilot will be accompaniedy his predecessoat leastduring the two first

meetingsof his 1* seasorand during the first meetingswith specific environemen{ display

over sea, mountainous terrain ).
c. Performance of Displays

(1) For fixed wings

(@) Theflying programmeproposedby the display pilot and approvedoy COMOPSAIR,is a
definitive programmethat shall NOT be modified without the prior consentof
COMOPSAIR.

(b) Straightand level flypasts are to be performedabove 200 Feet minimum separation
distance (MSD) from buildings or obstacles.

(c) All aerobaticsmanoeuvresincluding inverted flypasts and manoeuvresvhich involve
pulling throughthe vertical areto be executedabove500 FeetMSD. Descentbelow 500
feet MSD is permitted once certain of capturingthis height. For the purposeof this
regulation,slow speed,high angle of attack flypastsare to be regardedas OaerobaticO
manoeuvres.

(d) All other non-aerobatic manoeuvres are to be completed above 300 feet MSD.

(e) TheF-16andthe FOUGA- MAGISTER shallin principle NEVER land on non-permanent
airfields.
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(2) For rotary wings
(a) Straight and level flypasts are to be performed above 50 Feet MSD.

(b) All manoeuvresreto be completedabovel00 FeetMSD excepthoveringandtransition
manoeuvres which may be performed below 100 feet MSD.

(c) ONEdisplaypilot is requiredon boardof the Al Il andTWO displaypilots arerequiredon
board of the A109BA.

(d) For Heli with aerobatic capabilities (NOT COMOPSAIR ONES)

(i) Aerobaticsandrolling manoeuvresnustbe executedand completedabove500 feet
MSD. Descent below 500 feet is permitted once certain of capturing this height.

(i) Not more than one roll may be performed during any single pass.
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d. Season reports
(1) all demo pilots will provide to COA NLT 01 Nov a complete report of his season including )
problems and lesson learned to be discussed during the next OAir Show co-ordination meetingO.
(2) 40 OSAROSqgn will provideto COA NLT 01 Nov a summaryof seademoOperformed

including problemsencounteredndlessondearnedto be discussediuring next OAir Show co-
ordination meetingO.

e. Supervision of Displays

(1) Training on the homebaseshalltake placeunderthe supervisionof the SquadronCommander,
the Flying Group Commanderthe Wing Commandeor the SOF.He shalllook after the strict
compliancewith the approvedscheduleln caseof possibledeviation, he shall immediately
intervene.

(2) The presenceof the supervisorat the control tower is mandatoryduring trainings and
rehearsals.

(3) During nationaldisplaysin non-COMOPSAIRunits or in foreign countries,the supervisionof
the COMOPSAIR displays shall be the responsibility of the local display director.

f. Development of the Participation Schedule

(1) Each year, COMOPSAIR (A3.32) draws up, in co-ordination with the Flying Group
Commandersconcernedand the display pilots, a participationschedulein air eventsand
submits it to COMOPSAIR Commandst.T 01 Dec

(2) The participation schedule will be séit T 06 Decto DG IPR for the MOD approval.

(3) After approval. COMOPSAIR publishesthe definitive schedulewithin COMOPSAIR and
confirms (or invalidates)the participationof COMOPSAIRaircraft to the externalorganisers
who haveaskedfor this participation.Notification is sentthroughSGRS-A/L and the Belgian
Defence AttachZs holding a post in the countries concerned.

(4) Late requestsubmittedto COMOPSAIRmustbe submittedto separateapprovalof the MOD
via an MOD file.

3. ORGANISATION OF AIR EVENTS BY DEFENSE IN ITS FACILITIES

a. Air Show-Helidays b Defense Days

(1) In principle, eachyeara unit is entrustedwith the organisationof the DefenseDays. Some
flying units organisean Air showor a Heliday. In orderto give the organisingunit asmuch
preparationtime as possible,this designationshouldtake place prior to 15 July of the year
preceding the event.

(2) The attributions for the organisation are as follows:
(a) Co-ordination and practical organisation (organising unit)
(b) Operational and administrative assistance (COMOPSAIR - A3.32)
(c) Legal assistance (COMOPSAIR B DIR SEC)
(d) Public relations (COMOPSAIR - IPR)
(e) Air traffic control (COMOPSAIR - A3.2)
() Logistic support (COMOPSAIR - A4)
(3) Air Show Support Team (ASST)
(@) The missionof the ASST is to assistthe organisingunit of the air showin the preparation,

making sure that theseguidelinesconcerningOps, Legal Affairs, Public Relationsand
Flight Safety are complied with.

(b) COMOPSAIR Chief Of Staff presidesover this Team. The following servicesare
represented:

() COMOPSAIR-IPR

(i) COMOPSAIR- COA SEC
(i) COMOPSAIR-A3.32

(iv) COMOPSAIR-ASD

(c) Theparticipationin this Teamof ResPershavingexperiencen thefields mentionedn Par
3a(2) is encouraged.

(d) The Teamis composedf a permanentell (seePar3a(3)(b))andan occasionatell called
upon based on the specific needs.

COMOPSAIR-A3.32 is responsiblgor sendingthe invitationsto the Armed Forcesof other

countries and for further contacts between them and the organising unit.

An Air SafetyFile mustbe drawnup by the unit andsentto COMOPSAIRat the latest two

months before the event COMOPSAIRexamineghe conformity of this file (seecomposition

in Ann C) and submitsit throughACOS Ops & Trg/Div Sp to the Minister of Defencefor
approval.

The crashandDisasterPlanof the organisingunit hasto be exercisedat leastin the 06 months

preceding the event.

Participation of military aircraft from NATO and PfP member States

(a) Is settledby the Conventionbetweenthe Partiesto the North Atlantic Treaty concerning
the statusof their forces,signedin LONDON on 19 Junel1951(NATO SOFA),andby the
ConventionbetweenStatesPartiesto the North Atlantic Treaty and the other States
participatingin the Partnershigor PeacgPfP) concerninghe statusof their forces,signed
in BRUSSELSon19Junel995.The settlemenbf any possibledamageshall alwaysbein
conformity with the NATO SOFA (Status of Forces Agreement) provisions.

(b) No particular authorisation is required.

Participation of non-NATO and non-PfP military aircraft

(@) COMOPSAIR-A0.2 andDG JM-LEGAD studythe possibility on a case-by-casbasisof
such participations in military air shows concerning liabilities and insurance.

(b) European Union (EU) Member States:

In accordanceawith the decisionof the Minister of ForeignAffairs (note B12-12910of 12 Oct
99), the EU member States may take part in military air shows.

(c) On the otherhand,the participationof any other country (non NATO, non PfP and non
EU) in suchair showswill be subjectto a particularrequestby the organisingunit
addressedo the Ministry of ForeignAffairs throughCOMOPSAIR-A3.32& A0.2 andthe
private office of the Minister of Defence,at the latestfour monthsbeforethe event.This
requestmust mention severalpiecesof information concerningthe aircraft (nationality,
type, number, insurance, name and qualification of pilots,E).

Participation of civilian aircraft-Heli

(a) For static display and fly past: is subject to the approval of the unit.

(b) For Flying displays:is subjectto the approvalof the Minister of Defencethroughthe
Ministerial File. A request shall be submitted to COMOPSAIR (see Ann F-3 Par 2 and 5)

(c) For First flights with helicoptersperformedout of the official Helistrip (AIP), an
authorisationfrom the Oadministrationle IOaZronautiqueBestuurder Luchtvaartthasto
be obtained to certify the helistrip (CIR-OPS-02 Ed 3 from 11/99).

b. Open Day and Family Day (see definitions in Ann A)

If a unit that organisesan OpenDay or a Family Day wantsflying displays,it submitsa requestto
COMOPSAIR-A3.32, Info COMOPSAIR-IPR before 01 Dec of the year precedingthe event In
caseof agreemenby COMOPSAIRandat the latest two month before the event the SafetyFile
drawnup by this unit shall be sentto COMOPSAIR-A3.32that forwardsit throughACOS Ops &
Trg/Div Spto the private office of the Minister of Defencefor approval.For a SAR demonstration
by a SEAKING, this file is not submitted to the MOD.

c. Safety Standards

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d. Administrative and Financial Instructions

COMOPSAIRtakeschargeof all activitiesthat aredirectly relatedto its mission.Civil liability for
COMOPSAIRpersonnelequipmentand facilities is supportedoy the Belgian Statein conformity
with the current Belgian legislation. See Ann F-1.

e. Public Relations
Is an attribution of COMOPSAIR-IPR. See Ann G.

f.  First Flights

By way of public relationsoperation,the organisingunit cangive the opportunityto carry out first
flights on boardBelgianmilitary aircraft within the frameworkof air shows,OpenDaysor Family
Days. This possibility requires the explicit consentof the Minister of Defence through
COMOPSAIR B IPR and SEC (see practical details and rules to be respected in Ann F-3).

g. Military Security
(1) The instructions set out in the Directives Territoriales de SZcuritZ (IF5, DTS, DS
COMOPSAIRE) are applicable.

(2) The organisingunits shouldinvite a representativef the SGRSSecurityUnit (SU) prior to the
event in order to discuss the military security aspects related to the event.

(3) In orderto guaranteesecurityin generaland military securityin particular, the units that
organisepublic activities inside military facilities shall submita File of Military Securityin
advance (see in Ann E-6, a non exhaustive checklist of items to be handled).

(4) A copy of this military security file shall be sent TWO weeks before the event to
COMOPSAIR-A3.64 (S/Sec Force Protection Ops/B Mil Sec).

4. ORGANISATION BY CIVILIAN ORGANISERS OF AIR EVENTS ON
MILITARY GROUNDS

a. Basic Principles

(1) The proceduresset out in this chapterapply, unlessotherwise provided, to all civilian
organiserf air events(seedefinition in Ann A) on military groundsincluding thosewithout
the Armed Forces participation.

(2) Thecompleteorganisationcontrolandsecurityof anair eventorganisedoy a civilian organiser
on military grounds are his exclusive attribution.

(3) Only organisationdavinglegal statusmay be takeninto accountas organiserof air eventson
military grounds.

(4) COMOPSAIR only takes part in non-commercial civilian air events.

(5) The possiblecancellationgevenlate, of COMOPSAIRaircraft participationcanin no caselead
to a claim for compensation or to any other form of penalty from the organiser.

b. Organisation Rules
(1) Prior authorization request

(@) The organisershall submita requestfor prior authorisatiorto the Minister of Defencefor
the organisationof an air eventon military grounds,throughthe concernedCOMOPS
(COMOPSAIR-A3.3, COMOPSLAND-G3-OPS),ACOS Ops & Trg / Div Sp,
VCHOD/CabCHOD and CHOD at the latest on 31 October of the year preceding the
event

(b) This request shall comprise following documents:
(i) The agreement in principle of the concerned Base/Garrison Commander.

(i) Theadvicefrom the RegionalDirectoratefor Infrastructurework (local RCI/CRI) as
to the granting of state property concession .

(i) The advice from the local civil authorities (mayors of nearby municipalities or towns).
(iv) The advice from the Provincial Governor.
(v) The detailed list of the requested military support.
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(c) The COMOPSconcernedyives an advice (if applicableinfo COMOPSAIR)concerning
the useof its facilities and supportpossibilitiesto the organiser after co-ordinationwith
other componentsf needed.The COMOPSconcernedshall forward this requestto the
private office of the Minister of Defencefor agreemenin principle throughACOS Ops &
Trg/Div Sp, VCHOD/Cab CHOD and CHOD.

(d) The agreemenin principle of MOD shall be forwardedto the requiring organiserthrough
the COMOPS concerned, Info COMOPSAIR if applicable.

(2) Participations

(@) The organiseris responsiblégor his invitations,for the qualificationsandinsuranceof the
participants. A list of participants shall be part of the file provided by the organiser.

(b) In accordancavith the decsion of the Minister of ForeignAffairs (noteB12D1291of 12
Oct 99), the EuropearlJnion memberstatesnay take partin air showson Belgianmilitary
grounds.

(c) On the other hand,the participationof non-NATO, NON-PfP or non-EU Statesin such
showswill be subjectto a particularrequestaddressedo the Ministry of ForeignAffairs
(through COMOPSAIR or COMOPSLAND, ACOS Ops & Trg/ Div Sp and the private
office of the Minister of Defence Info SGRS)at the latest four months before the event
The organisershall submit such a requestwith the information concerningthe aircraft
(nationality, type, number, insurance,namesand referencesof the pilotsE). Such
participationsrequire, among others, the agreementof DG JM-LEGAD concerning
liabilities and insurance and they are examined by this Service on a case-by-case basis.

(3) Ministerial file

(@) In caseof agreementn principle of the Ministry of Defence,the organisershall senda
SafetyFile (composedf the documentgmentionedin Ann D-1), to COMOPSAIRDA3.32
at the latest two months before the event

(b) The organisershall appointa display director (see definition in Ann A) who is the
representativevith COMOPSAIR.The directoraswell asthe organisershall completeand
sign Cfor agreement the informationform (Ann D-2) that they shall attachto the safety
file.

(c) COMOPSAIR examinesthe conformity of this file with ASD and forwardsit to the
Minister of Defence for approval, through ACOS Op3 &/ Div Sp.

(d) Thefinal decisionof the Minister of Defenceis communicatedo the requestingperson
through COMOPSAIR.

c. Liabilities
(1) Theorganisettakeson full responsibilityfor physicalor materialdamagecausedo the Belgian

State, its personnel, its facilities as well as to third parties during the event.

(2) The organiserinsuresthe Belgian Stateand its personnelagainstany third party claim for
damagecausedduring or on the occasionof the event,including the claimsbasedon the Act of

30 July 1979 establishingan objectiveliability in caseof fire and explosion.Moreover,the

organisercommitshimselfto voluntarily interveningin any legal actiontakenby a third party

against the State on the grounds of the aforementioned damage.

(3) For eventswith the participationof Belgianmilitary aircraft, a twenty-fourhour securityshall
be ensured.

(4) Theorganisatiorof first flights shall be subjectto the specificauthorisationof the Ministry of

Mobility and Transport.

d. Insurance

(1) The organiseris requiredto take out an appropriateinsurancein order to cover any
aforementionedlamagejncluding damageresultingfrom the implementatiorof the Act of 30
July 1979 establishingan objective liability in caseof fire and explosion.Theseinsurance
policies shall containa clausestipulatingthat the insurerwaiveshis rights of recourseagainst
the Belgian State and its personnel.
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(2) Theorganisershall not be held responsibldf a seriousmistakecanbe imputedto the Belgian
State or one of its representatives.

(3) A copy of the insurancepoliciestakenout pursuantto the proceduredescribedn Par4.d (1)
above shall be attachedto the safety file addressedto COMOPSAIR. However,
COMOPSAIROgaking note of this contract does in no way entail any damaging
acknowledgemenand doesnot imply the consentof the Administrationto the contractual
implicationsof theseinsurancepolicies. COMOPSAIRforwardsthis copyto DG JM BLEGAD
for approval.

(4) Any damagecausedto the Forcespersonnelequipmentor facilities by the organisemwill be
subjectto a file drawnup by the local Base/GarrisortCommandemherethe eventtook place.
This file is submitted to DG JM-LITIG that will defend the interests of the State.

(5) Liabilities and insurance according to the type of aircraft participating: see Ann F-3.

e. Safety Standards
See Ann E (including Ann E-2 and Ann E-3).

f.  Flight Control and Safety
See Ann E-4.

g. Minimum Safety and Control Means Required
See Ann E-5.

h. List of the Points of Contact
See Ann B.

i. Accounting of the Support Provided by COMOPSAIR
All support(personnelyvehicles,aircraftE) providedby COMOPSAIRto the organisationof a
civilian air event shall be invoiced according to the tariffs an example of which is given in Ann H.
The update and application of these tariffs C works for a third party E lie with Cab CHOD.

j- Disputes
Disputesresultingfrom the implementationof theseguidelinesshall only be settledby the Courts

and Tribunals of BRUSSELSunlessthe partieshave beenable to reachan agreementwithin
reasonable notice.

5. PARTICIPATION OF COMOPSAIR AIRCRAFT IN NATIONAL CIVILIAN OR
FOREIGN (CIVILIAN OR MILITARY) AIR EVENTS

a. Requests

(1) Requestdfor participationof COMOPSAIR aircraft shall be sentto COMOPSAIR (never
directly to units) prior to 15 Nov of the preceding year. Late requestswill in principle not be
takeninto account.An Q\irshow coordinationmeetingQuvill be initiated NLT 20 Nov to issue
the programof the next seasonThe issuedAirshow programwill be approvedby A3, COS,
ACC and sent to DG IPRLT 06 Dec.

Remark:

C-130will be usedvery exceptionallyfor the drop of paratroopersThe consentof COMOPSLAND

to the participationof paratroopersloesnot automaticallyimply the consentof COMOPSAIRto the

use of a C-130.

(2) Furthermore, only requests from organisations having legal status will be taken into account.

(3) In caseof anagreemenin principle asto the participationof COMOPSAIR,the organisershall
addressthe documentmentionedin Ann D-2 to COMOPSAIR, at the latest two months
before the event

(4) The organisershall sendthe executionprocedurego the display pilot by meansof the display
directives (see Ann E-2)

(5) The possiblecancellation,evenlate, of COMOPSAIRaircraft participationcould in no case
lead to a claim for compensation or to any other form of penalty from the organiser.
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b. Safety of the Public/Participants (Ref : STANAG 3533)
Safetyis alwaysparamountThe participationof COMOPSAIRaircraftin a displayis subjectto the
strict compliance with the measures described in Ann E by the organiser.

If thosemeasuresre not respectedthe crew is not authorisedto perform any display and should
return ASAP to base.

c. Weather Limitations

(1) A positiveradarcontrol is requiredfor the transitof aircraft (NOT HELI) betweenthe control
zonesof the departureébaseandthe air showsite andvice versa,whenthe following conditions
cannot be complied with:

(@) 5 Km visibility.
(b) 1500 feet (500 m) ceiling.
(2) Choice of a C Fair Weather E or C Adverse Weather E display: see Ann E.

d. Minimum Safety and Control Means Required
See Ann E-5

e. Liabilities
Except in case of intentional wrong or gross fault of Ministry of Defence personnel:

(1) Theorganiserelievesthe Belgian Stateof any liability asto damagehe could sufferandwhich
could result from the participation of COMOPSAIR in the event.

(2) The organisershall not hold COMOPSAIRresponsiblegfor damagesufferedby third parties,
causeddirectly or indirectly by the participation of Defence equipmentor personnel.
Furthermorehewill insurethe Ministry of Defenceagainstany proceedingdy third partiesand
will voluntarily intervene in any action brought against the Belgian State .

(3) The organiser indemnifiesfor any damagesufferedby COMOPSAIR, its personnel,its
employeesand/orits equipmentduring the show or on the occasionof the event,and caused
directly or indirectly by the personnel, the employees and/or the equipment of the organiser.

(4) Foreventswith the participationof Belgianmilitary aircraft,the organisemwill ensurea twenty-
four hour security to prevent injury to spectators or damage to equipment.

f. Insurance

Demonstrationof A109 or Al Il which consistsof the executionof standardmanoeuvresThese
manoeuvrewill belimited to take off, circuit andlandingandwill be performedin accordanceo the
AOC of the Heli type. This demonstration may be performed by any operational crew.

7. STATIC DISPLAY
A display of aircraft and related equipment which does not involve flight, taxiing or engine start.

8. DISPLAY AIR TRAFFIC ZONE

An airspaceof well-defined dimensionswithin which the aircraft manoeuvregerformedin a flying
display can be completed, and which is exclusively reserved for this purpose.

9. SPECTATOR ENCLOSURE
An area which isolates spectators from the display area and from aircraft movements areas.

10.FLYPAST
Straight and level flight performed by aircraft alone or in standard formations.

11.FIRST FLIGHTS
Flights executed on transport aircraft or helicopters with passengers for public relations purposes.

12.DISPLAY DIRECTOR

Persorwho is responsibleduring an Air Showfor the compliancewith the safetyregulationsandthe set
restrictions.All flying activities mustbe approvedby the Display Director for inclusionin the flying
display programme.

13.MINIMUM SEPARATION DISTANCES (MSD)
The MSD is the minimum separation distance from buildings or obstacles.
