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1. ALGEMEENHEDEN

a. Doel van deze richtlijn

(1) De voorwaarden samenstellen van het in gebruik stellen van luchtvaartuigen en andere
middelen van de luchtcomponent in het kader van luchtvaartmanifestaties.

(2) De verantwoordelijkheden van de organisatoren toelichten van militaire en burger
luchtvaartmanifestaties op militair grondgebied.

(3) De veiligheid en restricties omschrijven die de deelname bepaalt van de Luchtcomponent aan
dergelijke manifestaties.

(4) Het type steun beschrijven dat de Luchtcomponent kan leveren tijdens burger
luchtvaartmanifestaties op militair domein.

b. Toepassingsgebied van deze richtlijn

(1) Iedere luchtvaartmanifestatie op Belgisch militair grondgebied.
(2) Deelname luchtvaartuigen van COMOPSAIR aan luchtvaartmanifestaties.

c. Implementatie van deze richtlijn

Onmiddellijk.

d. Raadgever(s) voor de opstelling van de richtlijn

2. BASIC RULES FOR AIR DISPLAYS BY COMOPSAIR AIRCRAFT

a. Types of Aircraft and Authorised Displays (see definitions in Ann A)

(1) Generalities

(a) Participation in static displays: all types of COMOPSAIR aircraft are authorised to take
part according to the schedule approved by COMOPSAIR.

(b) First flights are only authorised on transport aircraft and helicopters. Emergency
procedures and specific directives about how to approach, how to enter and to leave an
aircraft have to be given to the passengers.

(c) Within the framework of Belgian military air events, the organising unit may perform a
flypast. The following conditions shall be complied with:
(i) Flight activities shall be limited to take-off, landing and straight and level flypasts.
(ii) All standard formations are authorised. The number of aircraft will depend on weather

conditions, but will NEVER exceed sixteen (16).
(iii) Aerobatic manoeuvres shall not be authorised under any circumstances.
(iv) A minimum altitude of 500 feet ground shall be complied with (300 feet for helis).

(d) Aircraft condition
(i) Paint

 The usual paint of the aircraft type shall in principle be complied with.
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 On the occasion of particularly exceptional events, the units may request a
special authorisation from COMOPSAIR Commander through the official
channels to paint an aircraft with a Ç peelable paint È. A copy of the
planned design shall be attached to this request.

(ii) Cleanliness
The display aircraft are COMOPSAIR Ç standard-bearers È. As such, aircraft
scheduled for static displays as well as those scheduled for flying displays shall be
spotlessly clean before any air event.

(2) Fixed Wings
(a) Participation in flying displays: only the F-16and the FOUGA-MAGISTER are authorised

to perform flying displays that are officially approved by COMOPSAIR Commander (see
Par 2.c. below).

(b) Transport aircraft are not authorised to carry out flying displays, only flypasts and
paradrops.

(3) Rotary Wings

(a) Participation in flying displays: only the Al II and A109BA are authorised to perform
flying displays that are officially approved by COMOPSAIR Commander (see Par 2.c.
below). Display pilots exclusively perform these kinds of flights.

(b) Para drop will only be performed by Al II (SYLTEC 2350) and SEAKING helicopters, not
by A109 or Al III. These Para drops are limited to an altitude of FL65.

(c) Roping is authorised within the limitations of the Heli type.
(d) Any Ops SEAKING crew may perform SAR demos. The specific safety rules for this kind

of display are written down in the PFO of the 40th Sqn.
(e) Standard Demonstration Flights may be performed with Al II and A109. These kinds of

flights will be limited to standard take off, landing and circuit.  (Procedure in AOC of the
Heli)

b. Designation of Display Pilots
(1) COMOPSAIR has exclusive competence to designate the display pilots by name. The pilot

desirous of becoming display pilot must submit his application by means of  Mod B. Based on
the advice of the hierarchical authorities (UnitÕs Commanding Officer and COMOPSAIR
COS), COMOPSAIR Commander may accept the candidate. The accepted candidate will be
display pilot for a 3-year period (that can be extended to a fourth year, if agreed by the
Commander).

(2) Required qualifications for a display pilot candidate (fixed Wing):
(a) 750 Hrs first pilot
(b) 500 Hrs current aircraft type
(c) Qualification MASTER (with mini FLL for F-16)

(3) Required qualifications for a display pilot candidate (rotary):
(a) 500 Hrs current Heli type or IP.
(b) Qualification MASTER

(4) Candidates shall in principle not be in a management position for availability reason.
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(5) Except for the pilots officially identified by COMOPSAIR, no other pilot or passenger shall be
authorised on board aircraft performing a flying display. This rule also STRICTLY applies to
all training flights for an air display by a display pilot.

(6) For Fixed Wings:
After the designation of a new display pilot, the latter shall develop a training programme and
submit it in writing to COMOPSAIR for approval. This programme shall contain a gradual
training from 3000 AGL to a lower altitude.

(7) For Rotary Wing
The qualification of Candidate Display pilot can be obtained after successful completion of a
standard course given in the Lt Avn School. After the designation of a new display pilot, the
latter shall develop a training programme and submit it in writing to COMOPSAIR for
approval.

(8) The end of the new pilotÕs training programme shall be communicated to COMOPSAIR.
COMOPSAIR Chief of Staff (or his representative) accompanied by a member of the Aviation
Safety Directorate (COMOPSAIR-ASD) shall as far as possible attend a demonstration of the
complete programme before giving a definitive official approval.

(9) The names of the officially designated display pilots by aircraft type and for the current year are
kept up to date by COMOPSAIR-A3.

(10) A Òchange overÓ period between new demo pilot and his predecessor is needed.
The new demo pilot will be accompanied by his predecessor at least during the two first
meetings of his 1st season and during the first meetings with specific environement ( display
over sea, mountainous terrain ).

c. Performance of Displays

(1) For fixed wings
(a) The flying programme proposed by the display pilot and approved by COMOPSAIR, is a

definitive programme that shall NOT be modified without the prior consent of
COMOPSAIR.

(b) Straight and level flypasts are to be performed above 200 Feet minimum separation
distance (MSD) from buildings or obstacles.

(c) All aerobatics manoeuvres, including inverted flypasts and manoeuvres which involve
pulling through the vertical are to be executed above 500 Feet MSD. Descent below 500
feet MSD is permitted once certain of capturing this height. For the purpose of this
regulation, slow speed, high angle of attack flypasts are to be regarded as ÒaerobaticÓ
manoeuvres.

(d) All other non-aerobatic manoeuvres are to be completed above 300 feet MSD.
(e) The F-16 and the FOUGA- MAGISTER shall in principle NEVER land on non-permanent

airfields.

(2) For rotary wings

(a) Straight and level flypasts are to be performed above 50 Feet MSD.
(b) All manoeuvres are to be completed above 100 Feet MSD except hovering and transition

manoeuvres which may be performed below 100 feet MSD.
(c) ONE display pilot is required on board of the Al II and TWO display pilots are required on

board of the A109BA.
(d) For Heli with aerobatic capabilities (NOT COMOPSAIR ONES)

(i) Aerobatics and rolling manoeuvres must be executed and completed above 500 feet
MSD. Descent below 500 feet is permitted once certain of capturing this height.

(ii) Not more than one roll may be performed during any single pass.
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d. Season reports

(1) all demo pilots will provide to COA NLT 01 Nov a complete report of his season including 
problems and lesson learned to be discussed during the next ÒAir Show co-ordination meetingÓ.

(2) 40 Ò SARÓ Sqn will provide to COA NLT 01 Nov a summary of sea demoÕs performed
including problems encountered and lessons learned to be discussed during next ÒAir Show co-
ordination meetingÓ.

e. Supervision of Displays

(1) Training on the home base shall take place under the supervision of the Squadron Commander,
the Flying Group Commander, the Wing Commander or the SOF. He shall look after the strict
compliance with the approved schedule. In case of possible deviation, he shall immediately
intervene.

(2) The presence of the supervisor at the control tower is mandatory during trainings and
rehearsals.

(3) During national displays in non-COMOPSAIR units or in foreign countries, the supervision of
the COMOPSAIR displays shall be the responsibility of the local display director.

f. Development of the Participation Schedule

(1) Each year, COMOPSAIR (A3.32) draws up, in co-ordination with the Flying Group
Commanders concerned and the display pilots, a participation schedule in air events and
submits it to COMOPSAIR Commander NLT 01 Dec.

(2) The participation schedule will be sent NLT 06 Dec to DG IPR for the MOD approval.
(3) After approval. COMOPSAIR publishes the definitive schedule within COMOPSAIR and

confirms (or invalidates) the participation of COMOPSAIR aircraft to the external organisers
who have asked for this participation. Notification is sent through SGRS-A/L and the Belgian
Defence AttachŽs holding a post in the countries concerned.

(4) Late request submitted to COMOPSAIR must be submitted to separate approval of the MOD
via an MOD file.

3. ORGANISATION OF AIR EVENTS BY DEFENSE IN ITS FACILITIES

a. Air Show-Helidays Ð Defense Days

(1) In principle, each year a unit is entrusted with the organisation of the Defense Days. Some
flying units organise an Air show or a Heliday. In order to give the organising unit as much
preparation time as possible, this designation should take place prior to 15 July of the year
preceding the event.

(2) The attributions for the organisation are as follows:
(a) Co-ordination and practical organisation (organising unit)
(b) Operational and administrative assistance (COMOPSAIR - A3.32)
(c) Legal assistance (COMOPSAIR Ð DIR SEC)
(d) Public relations (COMOPSAIR - IPR)
(e) Air traffic control (COMOPSAIR - A3.2)
(f) Logistic support (COMOPSAIR - A4)

(3) Air Show Support Team (ASST)
(a) The mission of the ASST is to assist the organising unit of the air show in the preparation,

making sure that these guidelines concerning Ops, Legal Affairs, Public Relations and
Flight Safety are complied with.

(b) COMOPSAIR Chief Of Staff presides over this Team. The following services are
represented:
(i) COMOPSAIR-IPR
(ii) COMOPSAIR- COA SEC
(iii) COMOPSAIR-A3.32
(iv) COMOPSAIR-ASD
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(c) The participation in this Team of Res Pers having experience in the fields mentioned in Par
3a(2) is encouraged.

(d) The Team is composed of a permanent cell (see Par 3a(3)(b)) and an occasional cell called
upon based on the specific needs.

(4) COMOPSAIR -A3.32 is responsible for sending the invitations to the Armed Forces of other
countries and for further contacts between them and the organising unit.

(5) An Air Safety File must be drawn up by the unit and sent to COMOPSAIR at the latest two
months before the event. COMOPSAIR examines the conformity of this file (see composition
in Ann C) and submits it through ACOS Ops & Trg/Div Sp to the Minister of Defence for
approval.

(6) The crash and Disaster Plan of the organising unit has to be exercised at least in the 06 months
preceding the event.

(7) Participation of military aircraft from NATO and PfP member States
(a) Is settled by the Convention between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty concerning

the status of their forces, signed in LONDON on 19 June 1951 (NATO SOFA), and by the
Convention between States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and the other States
participating in the Partnership for Peace (PfP) concerning the status of their forces, signed
in BRUSSELS on19 June 1995. The settlement of any possible damage shall always be in
conformity with the NATO SOFA  (Status of Forces Agreement) provisions.

(b) No particular authorisation is required.
(8) Participation of non-NATO and non-PfP military aircraft

(a) COMOPSAIR -A0.2 and DG JM-LEGAD study the possibility on a case-by-case basis of
such participations in military air shows concerning liabilities and insurance.

(b) European Union (EU) Member States:
In accordance with the decision of the Minister of Foreign Affairs (note B12-1291 of 12
Oct 99), the EU member States may take part in military air shows.

(c) On the other hand, the participation of any other country (non NATO, non PfP and non
EU) in such air shows will be subject to a particular request by the organising unit
addressed to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs through COMOPSAIR-A3.32 & A0.2 and the
private office of the Minister of Defence, at the latest four months before the event. This
request must mention several pieces of information concerning the aircraft (nationality,
type, number, insurance, name and qualification of pilots,É).

(9) Participation of civilian aircraft-Heli
(a) For static display and fly past: is subject to the approval of the unit.
(b) For Flying displays: is subject to the approval of the Minister of Defence through the

Ministerial File. A request shall be submitted to COMOPSAIR (see Ann F-3 Par 2 and 5).
(c) For First flights with helicopters performed out of the official Helistrip (AIP), an

authorisation from the Òadministration de lÕaŽronautique / Bestuur der LuchtvaartÓ has to
be obtained to certify the helistrip (CIR-OPS-02 Ed 3 from 11/99).

b. Open Day and Family Day (see definitions in Ann A)
If a unit that organises an Open Day or a Family Day wants flying displays, it submits a request to
COMOPSAIR -A3.32, Info COMOPSAIR-IPR, before 01 Dec of the year preceding the event. In
case of agreement by COMOPSAIR and at the latest two month before the event, the Safety File
drawn up by this unit shall be sent to COMOPSAIR-A3.32 that forwards it through ACOS Ops &
Trg/Div Sp to the private office of the Minister of Defence for approval. For a SAR demonstration
by a SEAKING, this file is not submitted to the MOD.

c. Safety Standards

See Ann E.
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d. Administrative and Financial Instructions

COMOPSAIR takes charge of all activities that are directly related to its mission. Civil liability for
COMOPSAIR personnel, equipment and facilities is supported by the Belgian State in conformity
with the current Belgian legislation. See Ann F-1.

e. Public Relations

Is an attribution of COMOPSAIR-IPR.  See Ann G.

f. First Flights

By way of public relations operation, the organising unit can give the opportunity to carry out first
flights on board Belgian military aircraft within the framework of air shows, Open Days or Family
Days. This possibility requires the explicit consent of the Minister of Defence through
COMOPSAIR Ð IPR and SEC (see practical details and rules to be respected in Ann F-3).

g. Military Security

(1) The instructions set out in the Directives Territoriales de SŽcuritŽ (IF5, DTS, DS
COMOPSAIRÉ) are applicable.

(2) The organising units should invite a representative of the SGRS Security Unit (SU) prior to the
event in order to discuss the military security aspects related to the event.

(3) In order to guarantee security in general and military security in particular, the units that
organise public activities inside military facilities shall submit a File of Military Security in
advance (see in Ann E-6, a non exhaustive checklist of items to be handled).

(4) A copy of this military security file shall be sent TWO weeks before the event to
COMOPSAIR-A3.64 (S/Sec Force Protection Ops/B Mil Sec).

4. ORGANISATION BY CIVILIAN ORGANISERS OF AIR EVENTS ON
MILITARY GROUNDS

a. Basic Principles

(1) The procedures set out in this chapter apply, unless otherwise provided, to all civilian
organisers of air events (see definition in Ann A) on military grounds including those without
the Armed Forces participation.

(2) The complete organisation, control and security of an air event organised by a civilian organiser
on military grounds are his exclusive attribution.

(3) Only organisations having legal status may be taken into account as organiser of air events on
military grounds.

(4) COMOPSAIR only takes part in non-commercial civilian air events.
(5) The possible cancellation, even late, of COMOPSAIR aircraft participation can in no case lead

to a claim for compensation or to any other form of penalty from the organiser.

b. Organisation Rules

(1) Prior authorization request
(a) The organiser shall submit a request for prior authorisation to the Minister of Defence for

the organisation of an air event on military grounds, through the concerned COMOPS
(COMOPSAIR-A3.3, COMOPSLAND-G3-OPS), ACOS Ops & Trg / Div Sp,
VCHOD/Cab CHOD and CHOD at the latest on 31 October of the year preceding the
event.

(b) This request shall comprise following documents:
(i) The agreement in principle of the concerned Base/Garrison Commander
(ii) The advice from the Regional Directorate for Infrastructure Work (local RCI/CRI) as

to the granting of state property concession
(iii) The advice from the local civil authorities (mayors of nearby municipalities or towns)
(iv) The advice from the Provincial Governor
(v) The detailed list of the requested military support
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(c) The COMOPS concerned gives an advice (if applicable Info COMOPSAIR) concerning
the use of its facilities and support possibilities to the organiser, after co-ordination with
other components if needed. The COMOPS concerned shall forward this request to the
private office of the Minister of Defence for agreement in principle through ACOS Ops &
Trg/Div Sp, VCHOD/ Cab CHOD and CHOD.

(d) The agreement in principle of MOD shall be forwarded to the requiring organiser through
the COMOPS concerned, Info COMOPSAIR if applicable.

(2) Participations
(a) The organiser is responsible for his invitations, for the qualifications and insurance of the

participants. A list of participants shall be part of the file provided by the organiser.
(b) In accordance with the decision of the Minister of Foreign Affairs (note B12Ð1291 of 12

Oct 99), the European Union member states may take part in air shows on Belgian military
grounds.

(c) On the other hand, the participation of non-NATO, NON-PfP or non-EU States in such
shows will be subject to a particular request addressed to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
(through COMOPSAIR or COMOPSLAND, ACOS Ops & Trg/Div Sp and the private
office of the Minister of Defence, Info SGRS) at the latest four months before the event.
The organiser shall submit such a request with the information concerning the aircraft
(nationality, type, number, insurance, names and references of the pilotsÉ). Such
participations require, among others, the agreement of DG JM-LEGAD concerning
liabilities and insurance and they are examined by this Service on a case-by-case basis.

(3) Ministerial file
(a) In case of agreement in principle of the Ministry of Defence, the organiser shall send a

Safety File (composed of the documents mentioned in Ann D-1), to COMOPSAIRÐA3.32
at the latest two months before the event.

(b) The organiser shall appoint a display director (see definition in Ann A) who is the
representative with COMOPSAIR. The director as well as the organiser shall complete and
sign Ç for agreement È the information form (Ann D-2) that they shall attach to the safety
file.

(c) COMOPSAIR examines the conformity of this file with ASD and forwards it to the
Minister of Defence for approval, through ACOS Ops & Trg/Div Sp.

(d) The final decision of the Minister of Defence is communicated to the requesting person
through COMOPSAIR.

c. Liabilities

(1) The organiser takes on full responsibility for physical or material damage caused to the Belgian
State, its personnel, its facilities as well as to third parties during the event.

(2) The organiser insures the Belgian State and its personnel against any third party claim for
damage caused during or on the occasion of the event, including the claims based on the Act of
30 July 1979 establishing an objective liability in case of fire and explosion. Moreover, the
organiser commits himself to voluntarily intervening in any legal action taken by a third party
against the State on the grounds of the aforementioned damage.

(3) For events with the participation of Belgian military aircraft, a twenty-four hour security shall
be ensured.

(4) The organisation of first flights shall be subject to the specific authorisation of the Ministry of
Mobility and Transport.

d. Insurance

(1) The organiser is required to take out an appropriate insurance in order to cover any
aforementioned damage, including damage resulting from the implementation of the Act of 30
July 1979 establishing an objective liability in case of fire and explosion. These insurance
policies shall contain a clause stipulating that the insurer waives his rights of recourse against
the Belgian State and its personnel.
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(2) The organiser shall not be held responsible if a serious mistake can be imputed to the Belgian
State or one of its representatives.

(3) A copy of the insurance policies taken out pursuant to the procedure described in Par 4.d (1)
above shall be attached to the safety file addressed to COMOPSAIR. However,
COMOPSAIRÕs taking note of this contract does in no way entail any damaging
acknowledgement and does not imply the consent of the Administration to the contractual
implications of these insurance policies. COMOPSAIR forwards this copy to DG JM ÐLEGAD
for approval.

(4) Any damage caused to the Forces personnel, equipment or facilities by the organiser will be
subject to a file drawn up by the local Base/Garrison Commander where the event took place.
This file is submitted to DG JM-LITIG that will defend the interests of the State.

(5) Liabilities and insurance according to the type of aircraft participating: see Ann F-3.

e. Safety Standards

See Ann E (including Ann E-2 and Ann E-3)

f. Flight Control and Safety

See Ann E-4

g. Minimum Safety and Control Means Required

See Ann E-5

h. List of the Points of Contact

See Ann B.

i. Accounting of the Support Provided by COMOPSAIR

All support (personnel, vehicles, aircraftÉ) provided by COMOPSAIR to the organisation of a
civilian air event shall be invoiced according to the tariffs an example of which is given in Ann H.
The update and application of these tariffs Ç works for a third party È lie with Cab CHOD.

j. Disputes

Disputes resulting from the implementation of these guidelines shall only be settled by the Courts
and Tribunals of BRUSSELS unless the parties have been able to reach an agreement within
reasonable notice.

5. PARTICIPATION OF COMOPSAIR AIRCRAFT IN NATIONAL CIVILIAN OR
FOREIGN (CIVILIAN OR MILITARY) AIR EVENTS

a. Requests
(1) Requests for participation of COMOPSAIR aircraft shall be sent to COMOPSAIR (never

directly to units) prior to 15 Nov of the preceding year. Late requests will in principle not be
taken into account. An ÒAirshow coordination meetingÓ will be initiated NLT 20 Nov to issue
the program of the next season. The issued Airshow program will be approved by A3, COS,
ACC and sent to DG IPR NLT 06 Dec.

Remark:
C-130 will be used very exceptionally for the drop of paratroopers. The consent of COMOPSLAND
to the participation of paratroopers does not automatically imply the consent of COMOPSAIR to the
use of a C-130.
(2) Furthermore, only requests from organisations having legal status will be taken into account.
(3) In case of an agreement in principle as to the participation of COMOPSAIR, the organiser shall

address the document mentioned in Ann D-2 to COMOPSAIR, at the latest two months
before the event.

(4) The organiser shall send the execution procedures to the display pilot by means of the display
directives (see Ann E-2)

(5) The possible cancellation, even late, of COMOPSAIR aircraft participation could in no case
lead to a claim for compensation or to any other form of penalty from the organiser.
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b. Safety of the Public/Participants (Ref : STANAG 3533)
Safety is always paramount. The participation of COMOPSAIR aircraft in a display is subject to the
strict compliance with the measures described in Ann E by the organiser.
If those measures are not respected, the crew is not authorised to perform any display and should
return ASAP to base.

c. Weather Limitations

(1) A positive radar control is required for the transit of aircraft (NOT HELI) between the control
zones of the departure base and the air show site and vice versa, when the following conditions
cannot be complied with:
(a) 5 Km visibility
(b) 1500 feet (500 m) ceiling

(2) Choice of a Ç Fair Weather È or Ç Adverse Weather È display: see Ann E.

d. Minimum Safety and Control Means Required

See Ann E-5

e. Liabilities

Except in case of intentional wrong or gross fault of Ministry of Defence personnel:
(1) The organiser relieves the Belgian State of any liability as to damage he could suffer and which

could result from the participation of COMOPSAIR in the event.
(2) The organiser shall not hold COMOPSAIR responsible for damage suffered by third parties,

caused directly or indirectly by the participation of Defence equipment or personnel.
Furthermore he will insure the Ministry of Defence against any proceedings by third parties and
will voluntarily intervene in any action brought against the Belgian State.

(3) The organiser  indemnifies for any damage suffered by COMOPSAIR, its personnel, its
employees and/or its equipment during the show or on the occasion of the event, and caused
directly or indirectly by the personnel, the employees and/or the equipment of the organiser .

(4) For events with the participation of Belgian military aircraft, the organiser will ensure a twenty-
four hour security to prevent injury to spectators or damage to equipment.

f. Insurance

(1) The organiser shall take out a third party insurance policy, covering any physical or material
damage to third parties for which the Belgian State, its personnel and its employees could be
held responsible resulting from the activities carried out within the framework of the event.
These amounts must be on the one hand at least  ! 5,000,000 for the participation of
COMOPSAIR aircraft (even more than 1 Aircraft) and on the other hand at least ! 1,500,000
for a Helicopter display or SAR demonstration.

(2) A copy of the insurance policy shall be addressed to COMOPSAIR-A3.32 at the latest one
month before the event.

(3) The policy shall also contain a clause stipulating that the insurance company waives its rights of
recourse against the Belgian State, its personnel and its employees.

(4) The organiser shall not be held responsible if a serious mistake can be imputed to the Belgian
State or one of its representatives.

g. Financial Requirements

(1) The organiser must provide the participants ( pilots and ground crew ) with free meals and
quarters from their arrival until their departure.
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(2) Fuel:
(a) The military organiser of an air event who belongs to a NATO or PfP Member state

invoices the fuel delivered to COMOPSAIR based on STANAG 3113 (BAF Issue Voucher
Fuel Aircraft).

(b) The military organiser of an air event who does not belong to a NATO or PfP Member
state delivers the fuel free of charge to COMOPSAIR.

(c) The civilian organiser of an air event delivers the fuel free of charge to COMOPSAIR

h. Disputes

Disputes resulting from the implementation of these guidelines shall only be settled by the Courts
and Tribunals of BRUSSELS unless the parties have been able to reach an agreement within
reasonable notice.

i. Specific Case of Participation in a Military Air Event in the NATO or PfP Member States.

By way of derogation from points 5.e - Responsibilities-, 5.f Ð Insurance - and 5.h Ð Disputes -,
referred to above, this participation is settled by the Convention between Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty concerning the Status of their Forces, signed in LONDON on 19 June 1951 ( NATO
SOFA ) and by the Convention between the Member states Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and
the other States participating in the Partnership for Peace concerning the Status of their Forces,
signed in BRUSSELS on 19 June 1995.  The settlement of the possible damage will always be
consistent with the NATO SOFA provisions.  (Status of Forces Agreement)

6. SUPPORT PROVIDED BY COMOPSAIR TO THE ORGANISATION OF
CIVILIAN AIR EVENTS

a. Requests

(1) Requests for participation of COMOPSAIR aircraft shall be sent to COMOPSAIR (never
directly to units) prior to 15 Nov of the preceding year. Late requests will in principle not be
taken into account. An ÒAirshow coordination meetingÓ will be initiated NLT 20 Nov to issue
the program of the next season. The issued Airshow program will be approved by A3, COS,
ACC and sent to DG IPR NLT 06 Dec.

 (2) The logistic support must remain minimal. Indeed, any support in equipment and personnel
asked for by the organiser and provided by COMOPSAIR is invoiced, regardless of the use of
this support on the spot. A realistic estimate of the needs is therefore essential.

(3) If the use of COMOPSAIR facilities is requested, the organisers shall provide all important
details concerning the participating aircraft (nationality, type, number, insurances). For aircraft
of non-NATO or non-PfP countries, these details shall be addressed to COMOPSAIR at the
latest four months before the event.

(4) Only organisations having legal status shall be considered for logistic and operational support.
(5) Information form: see Ann D-2.

b. Financial Conditions Concerning the Support by COMOPSAIR

(1) Principle
(a) In compliance with the decision of the Minister of Defence (Note no. 2362 of 20 May

1983) as regards the costs and tariffs applicable to services for the benefit of third parties
(OG-J/765), the beneficiary shall reimburse all costs for the supplied service.

(b) Nevertheless, given that air events really favour public relations, the reimbursement of the
provided support is limited to the additional costs incurred by COMOPSAIR.

(c) It is worth noticing that each request for support in personnel and equipment addressed to
the Ministry of Defence shall be the subject of a file Ç  services for the benefit of third
parties È drawn up by the concerned Component and submitted to the Minister of Defence,
through ACOS Ops & Trg/Div Sp, VCHOD/Cab CHOD and CHOD.
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(2) Cost elements
(a) The number and quality of the personnel members as well as the means to provide the

organisers with are set unilaterally by COMOPSAIR. The costs of their participation result
from wage scales of the servicemen participating. The organiser provides the participants
with free meals and lodging.

(b) The means of transport necessary to convey the personnel and the provided equipment are
operated by qualified persons and at COMOPSAIR best convenience. They are invoiced
from the departure to the return to the home base.

(c) The tariffs applicable in 2005 are listed in Ann H for information.
(3) Invoicing and reimbursement

(a) If a unit gives support to a civilian event, the following data shall be sent to COMOPSAIR-
A0.2 for invoicing:
(i) Personnel

- Category: officers, others...
- Function: drivers, firemen, etcÉ
- Date of the performance of service
- Duration of the performance: e.g.: from 10 am to 01 pm
- Meals (in particular instances, if they are not provided by the organiser)

(ii) Vehicles committed or provided
- Type: e.g. Citro‘n Jumper, ambulance
- Km covered by the vehicles

(iii) Other equipment or products committed or provided
- Kind: e.g. generators
- Duration of working or loan period if needed

(b) The provided support is subject to a specific invoice mentioning the costs of support in
equipment and services made out by VCHOD/Cab CHOD, based on information provided
by COMOPSAIR-A0.2.

(c) The invoice shall be paid within the 60 days of its receipt in accordance with the
instructions on it.

c. Disputes

Disputes resulting from the implementation of these guidelines shall only be settled by the Courts
and Tribunals of BRUSSELS unless the parties have been able to reach an agreement within
reasonable notice.
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ANNEX A : DEFINITIONS

1. AIR EVENT
General term covering both the Air Show and the Family Day, the Open Day, Heliday , Defense Day or
civilian events during which aircraft or other equipment of COMOPSAIR are used.

2. AIR SHOW-HELIDAY
Event organised by a flying Unit, during a weekend (2 days + 1 rehearsal day), open to the general
public, with Displays of Belgian and foreign, civilian and military aircraft.

3. FAMILY DAY
Open day in a Unit organised for the personnelÕs families. Static Displays of Belgian COMOPSAIR and
NATO aircraft are authorised. Only Fly Pasts and official Flying Displays of COMOPSAIR are
authorised.

4. OPEN DAY
Open Day in a Unit during a weekend or one (several) public holiday(s) on the occasion of an important
event for the Unit, open to the general public. Static Displays of Belgian COMOPSAIR and NATO
aircraft are authorised. Only Fly Pasts and official Flying Displays of COMOPSAIR are authorised.

5. FLYING DISPLAY (FIXED WING)
A demonstration of aircraft, parachutists or any flying activity performed to a set programme before
spectators on a public occasion, including tactical manoeuvres and demonstrations of simulated weapons
deliveries or attack techniques outside recognized danger areas.

6. STANDARD DEMONSTRATION FLIGHT
Demonstration of  A109 or Al II which consists of the execution of standard manoeuvres. These
manoeuvres will be limited to take off, circuit and landing and will be performed in accordance to the
AOC of the Heli type. This demonstration may be performed by any operational crew.

7. STATIC DISPLAY
A display of aircraft and related equipment which does not involve flight, taxiing or engine start.

8. DISPLAY AIR TRAFFIC ZONE
An airspace of well-defined dimensions within which the aircraft manoeuvres performed in a flying
display can be completed, and which is exclusively reserved for this purpose.

9. SPECTATOR ENCLOSURE
An area which isolates spectators from the display area and from aircraft movements areas.

10. FLYPAST
Straight and level flight performed by aircraft alone or in standard formations.

11. FIRST FLIGHTS
Flights executed on transport aircraft or helicopters with passengers for public relations purposes.

12. DISPLAY DIRECTOR
Person who is responsible during an Air Show for the compliance with the safety regulations and the set
restrictions. All flying activities must be approved by the Display Director for inclusion in the flying
display programme.

13. MINIMUM SEPARATION DISTANCES (MSD)
The MSD is the minimum separation distance from buildings or obstacles.

1. BASIC PRINCIPLES
The provisions of STANAG 3533 fully apply unless COMOPSAIR Comd lays down more restrictive
guidelines.

2. RESPONSIBLE AUTHORITY
a. The organiser remains the final responsible authority for the general organisation, the control of the

execution and the safety of the organised events.
b. The organisation of any civilian event on military grounds is submitted to the prior authorisation of

the MOD (through COMOPSAIR) and to the advice of the Base/Garrison Comd, the local section of
CRI/RCI, the concerned Component, the Provincial Governor and the mayors of the nearby
municipalities.

3. DISPLAY DIRECTOR
a. The responsibility for the security of an air display and for the control of the compliance with the set

rules is incumbent upon the Display Director.
b. The Display Director is responsible to the authority (ies) for the safe progress of the air events

(aerobatics, flypastsÉ).
c. For a COMOPSAIR organisation he shall at least be the Flying Group Comd (OSN).
d. He communicates the instructions concerning the items of the Display Order (see Annex E-2) to the

participants.
e. He plays a main part in the preparation and in the performance of the flying displays.

(1) Each participation in a flying display shall fly a training flight on the premises of the air show
in his presence (see Par 5.c.(6) below).

(2) His physical presence during the whole flying display is essential. He shall intervene at the
slightest infringement of the set safety limits. He gives warning for each infringement during
the flying displays and sends a detailed report to COMOPSAIR- A0.1 who, in this case, serves
as national notification centre. In case of serious infringement or in the event of a
repetition of the infringement, he immediately stops the display.

(3) During the preparation phase and during the air display, he shall be assisted by a Safety
Committee.

(4) For a COMOPSAIR air display, all flying activities will be video-recorded, in principle
by two external teams recording from two different angles, from the start until the end
of the flying activities.

f. Responsibilities of the Display Director

(1) Authorisation of the flying displays.
(2) Minimum physical separations with the public.

(a) Standard distances for the flypasts and the aerobatics.
(b) Position of the parking places for vehicles.
(c) Release for the overflight of the spectators.

(3) Minimum altitudes for air display.

(a) Significant markings.
(b) Residential, industrial or leisure areas.

(f) Access to the site for the emergency vehicles
(g) Marking of the axis of the flying display.

(5) Conditions for hot air balloons, paratroopers.

(a) Agreement with the distances and the conditions.
(b) Danger of the turning rotors and propellers during parachute jumps.
(c) Programme to be implemented with the highest attention.

(6) Pleasure flights.
(a) Flying profiles.
(b) Operation during air displays?
(c) Co-ordination with parachute jumps and low altitude aerobatics.

(7) Written and oral briefing.
(a) Written briefing sent to each pilot before the event.
(b) Provision of an Internet site.
(c) Oral briefing the day of the flying displays.
(d) No briefing, no flight!

(8) ATC
(a) Consultation with the competent authorities.
(b) Dimension of the event.
(c) Number of aircraft.
(d) Classification of the airspace.
(e) Setting up of a TRA.
(f) Publication of NOTAM.

(9) Crash and disaster Plan.
(a) Police, fire-fighting means, coastguards.
(b) Local authorities.
(c) Voluntary services.
(d) On the site or on call?
(e) Risk Assessment.
(f) Definition of a Crash and disaster plan
(g) Training exercise.
(h) Video recording of the whole air display.

(10) Third party liability Insurance
(a) Damage to third parties and to the public.
(b) Insurance of the display aircraft.
(c) Cancellation insurance.

(11) Aircraft movement areas.
(a) Static display aircraft.
(b) Agreements for movements on the ground.
(c) Refuelling and agreement for the dangerous products (H70).

(12) Communications for the personnel in charge.
(a) Ground communication network.
(b) Liaison with the commentator.
(c) Pre-recorded emergency messages.
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(13) Weather conditions
(a) Recommendations in this document.
(b) Local factors.
(c) Regular updates of the information and briefing.
(d) Change of the flying display programme.

(14) Pilot and aircraft documentation.
(a) Authorisations and exclusions for the event.
(b) Pilot and aircraft documentation.
(c) PilotsÕ licences.

(15) Safety Committee.
(a) Pilot selection with the appropriate experience.
(b) Communications.

(16) The day of the flying display.
(a) Final positioning of the emergency vehicles.
(b) Briefing of the pilots.
(c) Weather.
(d) Last information for the commentator.
(e) Update of the programme.
(f) Discussion with the Display Safety Committee and the ATC.

4. DISPLAY SAFETY COMMITTEE
a. The Display Safety Committee assists the Display Director:

(1) In the enforcement of the safety measures during the flying displays.
(2) Before and after the displays.
(3) In case of the implementation of the emergency plan.

b. The number of members in this committee varies according to the number of the displaying aircraft:

(1) Presentation with no more than 06 aircraft: not necessary.
(2) Medium-scale presentation: 03 members.
(3) Large-scale presentation: at least 04 members.

c. Potential members of the Committee:
(1) Current display pilot.

(2) Specialised pilot (Civ, Mil or Heli).
(3) Pilot with a former experience of display pilot.
(4) Organiser of the display.

d. Duties before the air display.
(1) Control of the profiles of the displays with approval or refusal.

(2) Examination of the flying display authorisations.
(3) Examination of the insurance.
(4) Presence at the rehearsals and agreement with these presentations.
(5) Control of the flying programme.

e. Duties the day of the air display.

(1) Presence at the briefing to the pilots.
(2) Presence at the briefing concerning the emergency plan (PCM).
(3) Supervise all the flying displays.
(4) Report every observed violation.
(5) Help in case of the implementation of the PCM.

f. Physical location of the members during the flying displays.
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(1) 01 member along the line of the spectators.

(2) 01 member on each axis of the flying displays.
(3) 01 member at the control tower.
(4) Remark: everybody has to be equipped with a radio on a unique frequency.

g. Responsibilities of the Display Safety Committee.
Watch the flying displays and warn in case of violation of the flying discipline and the flying safety.

h. Yellow and red cards.

(1) Yellow card: in case of minor violation of the rules.
(2) Red card: in case of major violations of the rules. The aircraft must stop immediately after the

order  Ç STOP, STOP, STOP È.
(3) 02 Yellow cards = Red card

i. Considerations in case of violations of the flying discipline.
(1) Discussion with the concerned pilot after the display.
(2) Suspension for the second day of the flying display.
(3) Official letter to ACC.

5. SECURITY OF SPECTATORS  AND PARTICIPANTS (REF  STANAG 3533)
a. Spotters are considered as spectators.

b. Spectator enclosures shall be located at one side only of display axes, and shall be outside of the
approach and departure sections of the airfield and display area.

c. Minimum distances in relation to the spectator enclosures:
(1) 15 m for an aircraft/Heli doing the following manoeuvres:

(a) Taxi on/over a taxiway
(b) Taxi clear of a taxiway with marshaller
(c) During logistic activities (maintenance operations)

(2) 65 m for an aircraft/Heli doing the following manoeuvres:
Taxi clear of a taxiway without marshaller

(3) 65 m for helicopters and STOL/VSTOL aircraft during hovering manoeuvres.
(4) 65 m from the edge of the runway used for helicopters and light aircraft with a normal take-off

and landing speed lower than 100KIAS.
(5) 100 m from the edge of the runway used if the take-off and landing speed is equal to or higher

than 100 KIAS.
(6) 100 m for light aircraft, for helicopters during non-hovering manoeuvres and during

manoeuvres with slung loads and for STOL/VSTOL aircraft during transition manoeuvres.
(7) The minimum distance separating the enclosure for spectators and the display line is set at 230

m. For aircraft flying at a speed higher than 300 KIAS into the direction of the spectator
enclosure, this distance is then set at 450m.
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d. Flight restrictions

(1) All the manoeuvres shall be performed within the flight envelope of the type of aircraft as set
by the manufacturer or the user agency (more restrictive standard).

(2) Flight over spectator enclosures is prohibited except as specifically authorised by the Display
Director for non-aerobatic manoeuvres (minimum altitude 1000 feet, level or climbing).
National regulations will prevail if more restrictive.

(3) During flying displays performed by COMOPSAIR aircraft no other movement in flight is
authorised, otherwise the participation in the display could be suspended. This also applies to
displays of scale model aircraft.

(4) A display line will be set as a reference. The display line that is not clearly marked by a
runway/taxiway must be marked by panels of 4 x 4 m or by any other appropriate means.

(5) Air displays performed by COMOPSAIR aircraft above zones without a runway of at least
1500 m as a reference line, will only be authorised if PRIOR reconnaissance and training flights
have taken place.

e. Maximum speed: M 0.95.
f. Aircraft performing exercises or displays shall not have munitions on board. The use of Ç flares È is

also forbidden except with the agreement of COMOPSAIR.
g. Particular safety instructions concerning hot air balloons:

(1) A clear and unambiguous board Ç no smoking È shall be placed in the direct neighbourhood of
aircraft and fuel (at 15 m).

(2) Spectators shall be kept at a sufficient distance  (65 m) from the area of inflation and departure
of the balloons.

h. No scale model aircraft shall be authorized during air shows.
i. Particular instructions concerning parachute jumps:

(1) During the period intended for parachute jumps (from 5 minutes before the jump until the last
landing) every flying activity of aircraft shall be stopped, except those necessary for the jumps.

(2) In the same way, every aircraft engine within a 300 m radius from the landing point intended
for the parachutists, shall be shut down 5 minutes before the jumps begin until the landing of
the last parachutist.

(3) When a parachutist lands outside the designated area, the air traffic control will have the
engines shut down in the presumed landing area.

(4) The limitations inherent to para jump (minimum height for automatic/manual deployment, wind
limitations...) is the responsibility of the civilian and/or military authorities.

j. Measures shall be taken in collaboration with the local authorities in order to co-ordinate the
intervention of civilian and military means in case of accident. As far as these measures are
concerned the following points shall be carefully considered:
(1) Vehicles and firemen shall be provided in order to ensure an intervention as quickly as possible
(2) Provide and co-ordinate everything necessary for determining and freeing the access roads for

the emergency and evacuation vehicles
(3) Set up and designate the first-aids posts
(4) Establish a stabilisation zone
(5) Organise the evacuation of the injured to the nearest hospitals
(6) Draw up a Ç crash and disaster È plan in co-ordination with all the concerned civilian and

military authorities
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6. STATIC  DISPLAYS
Aircraft that are open to the public or parked in areas accessible to the public shall be properly
safeguarded to prevent injury to spectators or damage to equipment. In particular, the explosive charges
in jettison and ejection systems shall be removed if the public has access to the cockpit. Safety
precautions shall include:

a. Enclosures for the aircraft and/or the posting of guards.
b. The presence of qualified personnel when the aircraft is open to the public.
c. Where possible, disconnecting the aircraft batteries or electrics unless these are essential for the

display of electrically operated equipment.
d. The installation/positioning of all safety devices, pins, guards, covers, and if available, engine and

exhaust blanking plugs.
e. A thorough internal and external inspection prior to flight.
f. A prominently displayed, clear and unmistakable ban on smoking within 15m of aircraft, fixed

refuelling areas, and refuelling trucks.

7. FLYING DISPLAYS-MINIMUM ALTITUDE
a. National display teams like PAF, Frecce Tricolore, Red Arrows, Patrouille Suisse, Énormall y fly

and train at altitudes lower than the minimum altitudes. Possible deviations shall be considered on a
case by case basis. A ÒwaiverÓ of Belgian limitations may be granted by decision of Comd
COMOPSAIR. The teams which have been granted such an authorization may fly at the minimum
altitudes set by their own national authority.

b. Aerobatic flying displays performed by civilian aircraft are not authorised, unless prior authorization
of the Minister of Defence. Straight overflights are nonetheless authorised.

8. GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR ORGANISERS
a. The general organisation, the schedule, the timing, the aerodrome lay-out (with the zones reserved

for spectators), the procedures and any other useful information for the participants shall be defined
in a Display Order (Annex E-2) to be communicated to the participants and to COMOPSAIR at the
latest 2 months before the start of the air show.

b. Before the beginning of the air show, ALL participants shall attend the briefing on the local
procedures and the safety standards in force which will be given by the Display Director. The
Display Director shall inform in writing the participants who cannot attend the briefing at least one
day prior to the event. These participants are required to contact the Display Director before take off
on the day of the display in order to confirm/complete the information received.

9. WEATHER LIMITATIONS FOR FIXED WINGS
a. For COMOPSAIR aircraft, the choice between  Ç Fair Wx È or Ç Adverse Wx È display shall be

made according to the following criteria :

11. DIMENSIONS OF HELISTRIPS

a. Landing area on an airfield

b. Helistrip outside an airfield

(1) The landing and take-off area will at least be 50*50 Metres.

(3) The landing and take off corridors have to be free of obstructions.

a. The organiser shall  communicate to the participants the instructions concerning the following
points :

(2) Type of display and duration.

(5) Radio frequencies and call signs used for control.
(6) Plan of the airfield indicating local obstacles and details of the zone display of the NOTAM.
(7) Safety measures and emergency procedures.
(8) Location of the zones reserved for the spectators.
(9) Direction of the display flight line, display line markings (unless obvious), details of the

approach and departure circuits.
(10) Proposed dates and arrival and departure hours of participating aircraft.
(11) Details of the zones to be avoided.
(12) Diversion airfields.
(13) Details of the drop/ejection zones.
(14) Any other restriction.
(15) Any other useful detail.

b. The day before or at the start of each flying day, the Display Director briefs the participants. The
Display Director shall inform in writing the participants who cannot attend the briefing at least one
day prior to the event. These participants are required to contact the Display Director before take off
on the day of the display in order to confirm/complete the information received.

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ANNEX E-4: FLIGHT SAFETY AND CONTROL
a. The civilian organiser of an event on military grounds is responsible towards the Minister of

Defence, for the flight safety and control.
b. He shall designate a civilian controller by name who will be entrusted with the air traffic co-

ordination during the preparation, the training and the show itself. If no civilian controller is
available and/or if the equipment cannot be set up, the organiser may call out COMOPSAIR. The
organiser shall pay the support provided.

c. In this case, the military controller takes on part of the responsibilities:
(1) In the controlled airspace:

The air traffic controller has the authority to control military and civilian aircraft. The following
requirements apply:
(a) The General Directory of Air Transport has to define unambiguously the abilities of the

military controller in the circular letter that authorises the event.
(b) A temporary control zone and/or reserved airspace shall be set up by NOTAM respectively

with the status Ç airspace classification D È or TRA. The request for this zone shall be
submitted by the organiser to the Directorate General for Air Transport.

(c) The civil liability towards third parties is in principle still incumbent upon the organiser of
the event.

(2) In the non-controlled airspace:
The military air traffic controller only provides AFIS or FIS. Most of the time, these events are
limited to a maximum altitude of 4500 Ft MSL.

d. The air traffic controller shall inform himself/shall be informed through the Display Director, about:
(1) The detailed execution of the proposed schedule according to the weather conditions (with

possible changes).
(2) The execution of the whole air traffic control from a single control centre. UHF and VHF

frequencies shall be available. Moreover a specific frequency for the display is required. It is a
requirement that English shall be spoken by ATC during display flying.

(3) The setting up of suitable fire-fighting systems and appropriate medical services.
(4) The correct lay-out of a tee, a wind-sleeve and the statutory marking of the landing runway.

e. Miscellaneous
(1) If COMOPSAIR is requested to ensure the air traffic control and the fire-fighting service, the

support provided shall be paid by the organiser.
(2) Airspace reservation
The organiser is entrusted with the co-ordination with the Directorate General for Air Transport and

BELGOCONTROL. COMOPSAIR-A3.2 receives on the one hand a copy of the concerned
NOTAM at the latest 14 working days prior to the event, and on the other hand, the wishes of
the organiser at the latest one month prior to the event. To determine these wishes, the organiser
takes into account the normal use of the airspace. It has to be limited to the strictly minimum,
both in space and time.

(3) Diplomatic clearances
The request of the diplomatic clearances for foreign participants falls with the exclusive competence

of the organiser. These authorisations are according to the guidelines set out in the document
called  Ç Diplomatic authorisations for the flight over and the landing È published by
COMOPSAIR (MSC).

(4) Arrival and departure
In order to organise the arrival and departure of participating aircraft, flying in OAT, all the data

concerning the number of aircraft and their respective arrival and departure hours, shall be sent
to COMOPSAIR-A3.22 at the latest 7 working days prior to the event. This staff will forward
this Info to the ATCC and the MDC by way of fax.

(5) In case of accident
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In case of accident involving a COMOPSAIR aircraft, the security service shall guard the crippled
aircraft until relief by another unit. The access to the scene of the accident and to the wreckage shall
be strictly forbidden until the decision of the COMOPSAIR commission of inquiry.

The ACDO (Air Component Duty Officer) shall immediately be informed at number 02/701.65.45

In order to make it possible at all time for all types of COMOPSAIR aircraft to operate on every
COMOPSAIR aerodrome, the available fire-fighting means must be at least of ICAO level Cat 8
everywhere.

e. During a flying display, the landing or take-off of a COMOPSAIR aircraft, the minimum
intervention capacity is fixed per type of aircraft, according to the standards described in Par c and d
above.

a. Organisation

Are events organised on the Unit Comd initiative and in principle with his own means.

(ii) For activities inherent to the COMOPSAIR mission, that is to say, the use of Belgian
and foreign aircraft on the ground as well as in the air.

(b) The organisation of complementary activities such as the operating of food stands, the sale
of souvenirs, the running of fairs and other attractions, is NOT a part of the COMOPSAIR
mission but of the possibilities of a particular service in accordance with the conditions set
in Par 2.

b. Organisation of catering, sale of non-food and programmes, running of attractions, etcÉ

(1) Particular Service(s)
For the organisation of this type of activities, the Unit Commander sets up a Particular Service
in accordance with the Reg Compt Fin (P1), Chap 31.

(2) Service Performance contract
If the local means are not sufficient to carry out these activities on their own, the Particular
Service may entrust one or several civilians with the performance of these activities through
one or several service performance contracts.
These service performance contracts shall always be written. As the constituent authority of the
Particular Service, only the Unit Commander may sign these service performance contracts.
An example of standard service performance contract is given in Annex F-2.

(3) Remark
The transfer of this type of organisation to a third party through an overall agreement for an Ç
all-in È organisation is forbidden. Furthermore, the Particular Service may not delegate the
capacity to contract an agreement considering the legal problems that may arise as to liability in
case of accident.

c. Liabilities and insurance

(1) COMOPSAIR and its Units
NO insurance has to be taken out to cover liability in case of accident, provided that
COMOPSAIR or a unit is the organising authority and that the conditions set in Par 1.c. (1)
above are complied with.
Moreover, it is STRICTLY FORBIDDEN to contract any liability whatever its kind aiming at
determining, modifying or even defining the responsibility in this matter. In doubt or if the
participation of third parties in the event depends on such a liability, these documents shall be
submitted to COMOPSAIR-A0.2. and DG JM-LEGAD.
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(2) The Particular Service

(a) The Particular Service is NOT bound to take out an insurance covering the civil liability of
the personnel, equipment and facilities put at its disposal by the Armed Forces for the
fulfilment of its mission. Any claim for compensation that would be addressed to a
Particular Service by an injured third party on the grounds of articles 1382 to 1385
included of the Civil Code for damage caused by the personnel, the equipment or the
facilities of the Armed Forces shall be handed over to DG JM-LITIG.

(b) It is however NECESSARY to take out an insurance covering the equipment and the
personnel of the Particular Service  (that is to say the equipment borrowed, leased or
bought with the funds of the Particular Service and not belonging to the Armed Forces or
the civilian personnel paid by the Particular Service), as well as for damage that could be
caused to third parties by this equipment and personnel.

(c) See also Reg Compt Fin (P1) Chap 31 Par 693, 709 and 710.
(3) Schedule

The organiser shall always send a copy of the event schedule to the Directorate General for
Legal Support and Mediation (DG JM-LEGAD).

(4) The providers of service
(a) The civilian holder of a stand, point of sale and equivalent on military grounds, on the

basis of a service performance contract granted by a Particular Service, shall be insured
against any damage he may cause. The State shall never be held responsible for damage
caused by the civilian holder or his personnel. The provisions specified on that subject in
the standard contract in attachment shall be fully mentioned in the service performance
contract.

(b) Any damage to equipment or facilities belonging to the Armed Forces or to the Particular
Service caused by the civilian holder shall be subject to a file which will be sent to DG
JM-LITIG which will be entrusted with the defence of the interests of the State or of the
Particular Service concerned.

(5) First flights
(a) By way of public relations operations within the framework of an air show, an Open Day

or a Family Day, the Particular Service can give the opportunity to carry out first flights on
board Belgian military aircraft. This opportunity requires the explicit approval of the
Minister of Defence through COMOPSAIR-IPR. In case of approval, the unit draws up a
passenger list before the flight and sends this list to ACOS Ops & Trg/Sp/J8 after the
event.

(b) ACOS Ops & Trg /SLC/J8 shall draw up an invoice to be paid by the Particular Service
concerned in order to cover the additional costs of the insurance contract per passenger
who is not a NATO serviceman. Selling flights on Belgian military aircraft for the benefit
of the Particular Service is forbidden. This type of actions is considered to be illegal
enrichment to the detriment of the Treasury.

(c) As to first flights proposed by COMOPSAIR-IPR or by an authority authorised by it,
ACOS Ops & Trg/SLC/J8 will bear the additional costs of the insurance contract.
However, the passenger list will be communicated to this service.

(d) Civilians who organise first flights during a military air show must have a specific
authorisation of the Ministry of Mobility and Transport.
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d. Management and accounting

(1) Management and accounting of the means put at disposal by COMOPSAIR.
(a) It is important to draw up a statement of all the means involved and put at the disposal by

COMOPSAIR (personnel, vehicles, aircraft, ...). This statement shall be drawn up by the
unit concerned (working hours, flying hours, km, man/hours, etc.) and sent to
COMOPSAIR-A0.2 for further action.

(b) The possible income resulting from the participation of means belonging to COMOPSAIR
will be kept up-to-date in a separate accounting. The allocation of this income shall be
determined pursuant to the Reg Compt Fin (P1) Chap 7.

(c) Income shall be controlled by COMOPSAIR-A0.2.
(2) Income and expenditure of the Particular ServiceÕs Fund

(a) The provisions of the Reg Compt Fin (P1) Chap 31 Par 699 to 709 included are fully
applicable.

(b) Income and expenditure shall be controlled by COMOPSAIR- A0.2.
(c) The profit of the event (that is to say, the credit balance between the total income and the

total expenditure of the Particular Service within the framework of the organised event)
shall be allocated according to the following rules:
(i) The articles of association of the Particular Service shall clearly stipulate that the

profit from the event will be distributed provided the prior consent of Comd
COMOPSAIR.

(ii) From the closing of accounts and at the latest 6 months after the event, the Particular
Service shall submit a proposal for the distribution of profit to Comd COMOPSAIR.

(iii) Making of profit shall exclusively be limited to activities of a sports, social, cultural or
charitable nature. The profit remaining within the unit shall be for the benefit of all
classes of the unitÕs personnel.

(iv) The general rule applying to the allocation of the profit, after the dissolution of the
assets of the temporary Particular Service is the following:

 For national events:
- 2/3 for FONAVIBEL
- 1/3 to be determined by the Unit Commander
Any deviation from this rule shall be duly justified in the proposal for the distribution of
profits.
 For local events: the Unit Commander is free to fix the ratio

FONAVIBEL/other beneficiaries.
(d) The possible loss shall be communicated to COMOPSAIR-A0.2 as soon as possible after

the event. Only in case of force majeure, COA-A0.2 seeks an acceptable solution for all
parties involved.

(3) Working fund
(a) It is forbidden to set up a working capital for Air Shows, Open Days or Family Days. The

Reg Compt Fin (P1) Chap 31 Par 702 offers the possibility to grant loans to other
Particular Services. FONAVIBEL occasionally opens credits as working capital.

(b) However if a Particular Service considers it needs its own working capital, it shall address
a prior and justified request to COMOPSAIR-A0.2 to that end. This working capital will
be made up of a part of the profit intended for the Particular Services Fund of the unit.
These funds shall be invested and managed in accordance with the guidelines of the Reg
Compt Fin (P1). Interest is considered to be an income for the first following event.
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e. Reports

As soon as the accounts are closed and at the latest 6 months after the event, a report shall be
addressed to COMOPSAIR-A0.2 with the following mentions:

(1) The means committed by COMOPSAIR and the possible income (Cf. Par 4 a.)
(2) All income and expenditure borne by the Particular Service Fund in a balance sheet. The

vouchers and/or the accounting shall be attached to the report only at the express request of
COMOPSAIR.

f. Support provided by COMOPSAIR to civilian events
See chapter 6 - page 16.

g. Orders of march and indemnities
(1) The personnel involved in flying and/or static displays are entitled to the fixed sums mentioned

in the B.I.P., insofar as the organisers cannot provide them with housing and meals free of
charge.

(2) Unforeseen expenses
In case considerable unforeseen expenses have been incurred in order to fulfill the mission
(Transport, É), a reimbursement may be requested as prescribed in the instruction VSP/Prg-
92/163/02 of 11 Jun 92. A debt declaration shall be sent to COMOPSAIR-A0.2 to control the
appropriateness.

(6) The service performer guarantees the Belgian State, its agencies, its personnel and its
representatives against any claim of third parties which could have suffered damage as a result
of an accident or of a harmful event attributable to the service performer or to his personnel or
due to the consumption of a product sold by the service performer.

(7) The service performer confirms that he has taken out a third party insurance as well as an
insurance covering professional liability and commits himself to producing the proof of it on
request. This insurance policy shall contain a clause stipulating that the insurance company
waives its rights of recourse against the Belgian State, its agencies, its personnel and its
representatives as far as the insured risks and liability are concerned.

e. Payment of the service performance contract

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ANNEX F-3: LIABILITIES AND INSURANCE ACCORDING TO THE TYPE OF
AIRCRAFT TAKING PART

a. Belgian military aircraft

(1) Every damage caused to third parties on the ground by Belgian military aircraft in flight shall
be paid by the Belgian State, within the limits of the right. Being its own insurer in this matter,
no insurance shall be taken out.

(2) Damage or injuries to passengers of Belgian military aircraft:
(a) If these passengers are Belgian servicemen, the Belgian State shall pay every damage and

no insurance shall be taken out. See also BIP - N - 023 and OG - J/224 E.
(b) If these passengers are NATO or PfP servicemen, the damage is settled pursuant to the

NATO SOFA and no insurance shall be taken out. See also OG - J/224 E and OG - J/701.
(c) All other passengers shall be covered by insurance. The organiser may have recourse to the

current insurance of ACOS Ops & Trg/Sp/J8 by sending the passenger list after the event.
He shall draw up the Ç PassengersÕ Manifest È before the flight. See also OG - J/224 E and
Chapter II Par 6 of this directive concerning first flights.

b. Belgian civilian aircraft
(1) Damage on the ground

(a) Pursuant to the Treaty of ROME of 7 October 1952, approved by the Act of 14 July 1966,
all Belgian civilian aircraft shall be insured against any damage they could cause to third
parties on the ground. This Act sets the minimum amounts of the insurance.

(b) A copy of the insurance policy is sent to the organising unit that transmits it to
COMOPSAIR-A3.32 for verification and approval. In case of doubt, it asks for the advice
of A0.2 and/or DG JM-LEGAD.

(2) Damage or injuries to passengers
(a) Pursuant to the International Convention and the additional Protocol of WARSAW of 12

October 1929 approved by the Act of 7 April 1936, amended by the Act of 30 July 1963,
any Belgian aircraft which transports passengers against payment or belongs to an air
transport company shall be insured against any damage or injuries caused to passengers.
This Act sets the minimum amounts to be covered by insurance.

(b) Idem Par 2.a.(2).
(c) In case of aircraft carrying out free transport or not belonging to any air transport company

and moreover not covered by an individual insurance or not wanting to, the organiser shall
take out himself an insurance pursuant to the provisions of the aforementioned Act.

(d) In principle, the Belgian State shall not be held responsible for damage caused by such
aircraft.

c. NATO or PFP military aircraft
Damage is settled pursuant to the NATO SOFA, approved by the Act of 09 January 1953 (OG -
J/701). No insurance is necessary.

d. Non-NATO or non-PfP military aircraft
Pursuant to the international principles concerning liability, the owner shall remain responsible for
any damage caused by his personnel or equipment. If the participation of the concerned State
depends on the taking out of an insurance, COMOPSAIR-A0.2 and DG JM-LEGAD analyse on a
case by case basis the possibility for the Administration to pay the insurance premium, provided that
the invited country applies for it. The Belgian State may in no case be held responsible for any
damage caused by these participants in the event.
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e. Foreign civilian aircraft

(1) Damage on the ground
(a) If the country of the aircraft registration has ratified the ROME Convention of 7 October

1952 concerning damage caused to third parties on the ground by foreign aircraft, the
aircraft shall be insured. The Convention sets the minimum amounts of the insurance (see
Par 2.a.(2)).

(b) In case of aircraft registered in a country which has not ratified the ROME Convention and
not covered by an individual insurance or not wanting to, the organiser shall take out an
insurance at his own expense. The policy must be in accordance with the Act of 14 July
1966 aforementioned in Par 2.a.(1). Every insurer in aeronautics normally knows the Act
and its implementing decrees.

(2) Damage or injuries to passengers
The principles defined in Par 5.a. above apply but are based on the WARSAW Convention of
1929 and the amendments of the THE HAGHE Protocol of 1955. The policy must be in
accordance with the Act of 7 April 1936, amended by the Act of 30 July 1963 as well as with
their implementing decrees.
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ANNEX F-4: SECURITY SEAKING
a. The means and personnel to be involved in case of participation of a Seaking helicopter are:

(1) four (04) fire crew ;

(2) one (01) fire truck with following characteristics :
(a) quantity AFFF (Aqueous Film Forming Foam) + water : 1000 liters
(b) debit AFFF + water : 500 l/min
(c) quantity powder : 45 kg
(d) remarks:

(i) The optimal concentration AFFF/water is 6%; itÕs allowed to replace this quantity by dry
powder a ratio of 1 kg powder per 0,66 liters AFFF/water.

(ii) Example: 1000 liters AFFF/water + 550 kg powder = 1200 liters AFFF/water + 417 kg
powder

b. The availability of these means have to be guaranteed during :

(1) Take of and landing (static show or para drop)
(2) The entire duration of the Search & Rescue demonstration. This period has to be extended from

30 minutes prior till 30 minutes post the demonstration.
c. The maximum intervention time may not exceed 3 minutes.

Lokaal transport, maaltijden en logement voor al het personeel (piloten en support personeel)

A global insurance policy for a minimum amount of Ò1.500.000 EURÓ (rotary) or Ò5.000.000 EURÓ
(fixed wing) shall be subscribed by the organisers.This insurance policy shall contain a clause stipulating
that the insurer waives his rights of recourse against the Belgian State and its personnel.

The organiser takes on full responsibility for physical or material damage caused to the Belgian State, its
personnel, its facilities as well as to third parties during the event.
The organiser guarantees the Belgian State and its personnel against any third party claim for damage
caused during or on the occasion of the event, including the claims based on the Act of 30 July 1979
establishing an objective liability in case of fire and explosion. Moreover, the organiser commits himself
to voluntarily intervening in any legal action taken by a third party against the State on the grounds of the
aforementioned damage. For events with the participation of Belgian military aircraft, a twenty-four hour
security shall be ensured. The insurance policy has to be made available to the Belgian Defence,
COMOPSAIR, ÒAir Show Support TeamÓ at least one month before the manifestation.
The organisers still have to provide at no cost:
Fuel for the participating aeroplanes
Local transportation, meals and accommodations for all the personnel (pilots and support crews)
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ANNEX G: SUPPORT OF COMOPSAIR-IPR

a. General points
(1) Considering the great interest shown by the public and the media for such events,

COMOPSAIR-IPR shall provide the organising unit of an air show, an Open Day or a Family
Day with a more or less important support.

(2) As far as air shows are concerned, COMOPSAIR-IPR shall always provide the unit with the
following support:
(a) Advice concerning the protocol as far as the VIP are concerned
(b) Assist the unit in order to catch the necessary attention in the media
(c) Information stands of COMOPSAIR, of the other Components or of DG IPR
(d) Consider other possible requests for the support of COMOPSAIR

(3) COMOPSAIR-IPR shall also take advantage of the COMOPSAIR events in order to foster the
recruitment of pilots and other personnel, in co-ordination with DG IPR.

b. Protocol

(1) COMOPSAIR-IPR is in principle not entrusted with the protocol during air shows.
(2) However COMOPSAIR-IPR shall assist the unit as to:

(a) The communication of the correct names and addresses of the guests that are in the
protocol database

(b) The checking of the seats plans at the request of the unit
(c) Other possible problems of  protocol.

(3) An air show is a Public Relation operation not only for COMOPSAIR, but also for the
organising unit. Therefore, the unit shall send the list of its guests to COMOPSAIR-IPR.
COMOPSAIR-IPR shall communicate the names and addresses of other VIP to be invited to
the unit.

(4) The POC of COMOPSAIR-IPR for the event shall regularly be present at the preparatory
meetings of this event.

c. Press
(1) As far as the official annual air show is concerned, COMOPSAIR-IPR, in co-ordination with

DG IPR, shall assist the organising unit to:
(a) Organise the press conference
(b) Set up the press centre before the air show
(c) Welcome and guide the press during the air show

(2) Organisation of a press conference at the request of the unit and on the authority of DG-IPR
(a) Date and time to be set in collaboration with COMOPSAIR-IPR
(b) COMOPSAIR-IPR shall:

(i) Invite the national press
(ii) Accredit the press
(iii) Accompany the journalists during the press conference

(c) The unit shall:
(i) Invite the local press
(ii) Organise the press conference  (Transport, programme, briefing, meal) with the
support of COMOPSAIR-IPR
(iii) Draw up a press kit in co-ordination with and with the support of COMOPSAIR-IPR
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(3) Setting up of a press centre:
(a) In premises close to the base entrance, the press centre shall be activated 2 days BEFORE

the beginning of the air show (for example: on Thursday if the air show takes place on
Saturday and Sunday). The press centre must be in direct communication with the crisis
centre.

(b) Equipment the press centre must be provided with:
(i) Telephone line (Belgacom) and internal military line
(ii) Fax (Belgacom)
(iii) 04 TRS radios
(iv) 01 copy machine
(v) 01 PC on the military net with connection to the MAIL and/or INTERNET
(vi) Fridge
(vii) Coffee and cold drinks (the costs of which shall be invoiced on a Mod 113

invoice for COMOPSAIR-IPR)
(viii) 01 bed with sheets/blankets
(ix) Dustbins, cups, hand towel + soap
(x) Radiocommunications frequency plan + 1 frequency to be reserved on the

plan for COMOPSAIR-IPR 2.1
(xi) Phone book of the points of contact Air show (even GSM)
(xii) Base map
(xiii) Static display plan
(xiv) Schedule of the flying display
(xv) Several brochures of the Air show
(xvi) Copy of the file contingency/accident plans (PCM) with the important phone

numbers
(xvii) Tables + chairs

(4) Welcome and assistance of the press during the air show
(a) Strict selection in the press centre, run by COMOPSAIR-IPR personnel

(i) Professional journalists
(ii) Occasional press and journalists specialised in aeronautics
(iii) Spotters are incumbent upon the unit.
(b) The official press enjoys the maximum of facilities:
(i) Free access to the base
(ii) Possibility to film or photograph in every zone (public as well as

'operational) always led by a serviceman of the press centre
(iii) Organisation of interviews
(iv) Information about the context

(b) The occasional press and the journalists specialised in aeronautics shall enjoy the
following facilities:
(i) Free access to the base
(ii) Possibility to photograph from a zone apart from the public with a good

view of the runway (zone to be determined by COMOPSAIR-IPR in
collaboration with the unit)

(iii) Visit of the Ops zone in-group led by a serviceman of the press centre (only
for journalists of important aeronautical magazines)
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(d) NO press facility is granted to spotters. Any facility they could be granted falls within the direct
competence of the organising unit (eg: the organisation of a spottersday or of a zone reserved
for the spotters during the air show)

(5) Remarks:
(a) In principle COMOPSAIR-IPR does not help to organise Open Days and Family Days.
(b) The unit may however call for COMOPSAIR-IPR knowledge as to the organisation of the

media coverage of the event.
d. Exhibition Stands

(1) DG-IPR may put following stands (non exhaustive list) at the disposal of the event in order to
foster recruitment (pilots, technicians, others):
(a) Air Info stand (DG IPR /COMOPSAIR-IPR)
(b) Recruitment stand (DG IPR)
(c) Royal Technical School Stand  (E R Tech)
(d) Fouga Magister (ADSC)
(e) Meteo Stand (METEO W)
(f) MP stand  (VCHOD Div Ter)
(g) Radio hams stand (CSFAŽ/BAFARA)

(2) The requests for these stands must be submitted to DG-IPR s/c COMOPSAIR-IPR:
(a) In October of the year preceding the event
(b) At the latest two months prior to the date of the event

(3) The point de contact (POC) shall be communicated in due time.
e. Stand of the Museum of Aeronautics

The  Ç Aeronautical and Astronautical È section of the Museum of the Armed Forces also has an
exhibition stand at its disposal. The participation of this stand has to be directly requested from the
section itself.

f. Remarks
(1) The personnel of COMOPSAIR-IPR and the personnel of the aforementioned stands taking part

in the event, work in support of the unit. The unit provides them with all the necessary facilities
(security card, car park access card, meals, drinks and quarters if necessary). The list of the
personnel not belonging to the unit that participates in the event shall be addressed to the unit a
month prior to the event.

(2) A copy of the report of each preparatory meeting concerning the event shall be sent to
COMOPSAIR-IPR.

g. Folders / Leaflet :

(a) General points :

(i) Each demo-pilot (or demo-crew) will have a presentation leaflet at his oneÕs disposal for
the Air Show Season.

(ii) COMOPSAIR-IPR is responsible for the lay-out of those leaflets and will coordinate the
printing with Print House of Defence.

(b) Time line :

(i) Those must be available for the Demo-Pilots NLT the 02nd of May (just for the
beginning of the Air Show Season).

(ii) The demo-pilot will fix an appointment with the COMOPSAIR Team at the beginning
of February to have a general overview of what could be realised for him according to
the rules of DG-IPR and the Print House Defence.

(iii)  Pictures and texts will be sent by the concerned pilots to COMOPSAIR-IPR NLT 01st of
March
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(iv) A draft copy will be provided to the demo-pilots (before the printing).
After acceptance of the project no change will be added to the leaflet.

(v) The printing works will start around the 01st of April.
(vi) The allowed quantity is 5.000 leaflets for each demo-pilot, but this quantity could be

increased according to the number of Air Show in which the demo-pilots is involved.
(vii) The printed folders will be taken out from COMOPSAIR-IPR by the demo-pilots or

their team.  No door-to-door delivery.
